	In this unit the students will research both sides of the Revolutionary War. They will investigate views of the Patriots and well as those of the Loyalist and other people groups in the Revolutionary War.  They will have to choose a side and present an opinion project that expresses their opinion.
The student prompt will be: You work as an apprentice at a printing business in the British colony of Virginia. Your master printer is a Patriot and has asked you to help convince your fellow citizens to join the Revolution. You have only come from England a year ago and are a British citizen. You must decide which side to join.

	Assessment Summary

	KWL chart

Teacher uses KWL answers to gauge what the students know as the unit begins. Teacher uses this information to guide the background instruction on the historical information. The KWL chart will be revisited during research and at the end of the unit.
Questioning

Teachers use questioning strategies to monitor student progress, probe for understanding and engage students in higher-order thinking. Teachers question students when circulating during group and individual work time, as well as during conferences.

Taking notes from research
Students use notes to record research and answer reflection questions. Teacher reviews notes to be sure students are finding accurate information.
Opinion piece 
Writing rubric based on Common Core opinion writing standards.
Group Collaboration
Group collaboration rubric will be filled out by each student as a self-evaluation and by the teacher to assess growth in group collaboration.
Presentation
Students will be graded using a presentation rubric.

	Instructional Procedures

	Day 1

Show you tube video “I Fought for You.” https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=AgYLr_LfhLo. Discuss 
Give the students a questionnaire about what they would be willing to stand up for? What they would be willing to die for?
Discuss how people feel when they are not treated fairly. Define injustice. Discuss the questions on the questionnaire. Explain that people in the colonies felt they were being treated unfairly by Great Britain. 
Facilitate a carousel brainstorming group. Place students in groups of 4-5 and assign an initial recorder. Each group will have a chart paper with a portion of a modified KWL chart about the Revolutionary War. They will list all they know about that topic related to the Revolution on the chart for 2-3 minutes. They will brainstorm what they know about the American Revolution- (1) people, (2)places,(3) things, (4) ideas and (5) questions they have about the Revolution. When time is up, the groups move to the next chart paper and a new recorder will record their ideas. Repeat until they are back at their first chart. At that time allow each group to read their chart aloud to the class and discuss as a class. Add to the questions list as more come up.
Hand out a Map of Colonial America. Have them label the 13 colonies. Review what Colonial Life was like and what an apprentice does. Allow pairs of students to review their presentations on colonial life while everyone labels and fills out their map.
Day 2 
Have collaborative groups read the non-fiction Read Works “Colonization and Revolutionary War- Introduction to the Revolution” packet and answer the questions. After they are finished, as a whole class discuss any questions they may have. Add to the question chart of student generated questions. 
Day 3-6
Give the students the prompt: You work as an apprentice at a printing business in a British colony. Your master printer is a Patriot and has asked you to help convince your fellow citizens to join the Revolution. You have only come from England a year ago and are a British citizen. You must decide which side to join.  
You will research a people group and report back to your table group the information you find on the views of the people you are researching.

Guide the students through how to get onto Padlet and how to set their computer screen to split screen. They are to research using the sites from tbakercms.weebly.com website, their text books and the library books provided.
Break home groups, table groups, into expert groups. Each expert group will research a Revolutionary people group (Loyalist, Patriot, Neutral) and post findings on Padlet. Patriots will post on http://padlet.com/tbaker11/Patriots. Those researching Loyalist and post findings on http://padlet.com/tbaker11/loyalist. Research people who remained neutral will post findings on http://padlet.com/tbaker11/neutral.  Those who research British Soldiers will post research on http://padlet.com/tbaker11/Britishsoldier. As they research, they will have a partner. Each person will take turns reading and recording information. As they are writing, they should read what others in the same group are posting.
Each day they should begin by reading the previous postings on Padlet.

Day    Fill out the modified KWL chart like the beginning of the unit- people, places, things, and ideas. Check over their list of questions and be sure they were all answered.

Each student will write an opinion piece from one of the different people group’s point of view. What is their opinion of which side they would have chosen in the Revolutionary War? They must state reasons and support their reasons with facts gathered and shared by their group. Give the students the rubric.

Write 3 journal entries from one of the youth’s point of view.
